 Students will read, fiction, non-fiction, poetry and/or 
biographic passages (Common Core) to practice 
their reading comprehension skills and build 
analytical thinking skills. In addition, students will 
learn enriching vocabulary so that they will be more 
effective in expressing their thoughts orally and in 
writing.
